GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

In the contract, the following terms and conditions shall be incorporated:

a) The “Contract Price” means the agreement entered between the Purchaser and the
supplier, as recorded in the contract form, including all attachments and appendices

thereto and all documents incorporated by reference therein signed by the parties on all
pages.

b) The “Contract Price” means price payable to supplier under the contract for full and
proper performance of its contractual obligation.

c) “The Goods” means books and Journals which the supplier is required to supply the
Purchaser under the contract;

d) “Service” means services ancillary to the supply of the goods, such as transportation and
insurance and other such obligation of the supplier covered under the contract.

These general conditions shall apply to the extent they are not superseded by provisions in
other parts of the contract.

The supplier shall not, without the Purchaser’s prior written consent, disclose the contract,
or any provision therefore, any specification, drawing, pattern, sample or information
furnished by or on behalf of the Purchaser in connection therewith, to any person other
than a person employed by the supplier in the performance of the contract.

The Purchaser may without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by
written notice of default sent to the supplier terminate the contract in whole or in part on
the following grounds.

The supplier shall remain bound in good faith for a further period of 18 months to supply
books and journals on the same terms and conditions including the same rates of discount,
if so desired by the Purchaser. Failing to do so will render the supplier to be black listed for
the future.

- In the event the Purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the Purchaser, may

procure, upon such terms and such manner as it deems appropriate, undelivered goods
and the supplier shall be liable to pay the purchaser the excess cost for the goods if any.

‘Notwithstanding the above, the supplier shall continue performance of the contract to the

extent not terminated.

The Purchaser may at any time terminate the contract by giving written notice to the
supplier, without compensation to the supplier, if the supplier becomes bankrupt or
otherwise insolvent. Notwithstanding the above, such termination will not prejudice or
affect any right of action of remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the
Purchaser.
